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The health of Lake Windermere is inextricably
linked to the health of the tributaries that
flow into it... 
 
For this reason LWA has taken it on to monitor
Windermere Creek and Abel Creek. Since we began
monitoring the creeks regularly in 2015 we have looked
at everything we monitor on the lake plus a hasty flow
calculation. Thanks to funding from the Columbia Basin
Trust, Columbia Valley Community Foundation, Regional
District of East Kootenay, and the District of Invermere
we have been able to install a continuous water level
logger in Windermere Creek, and will install two more
into Abel Creek and the outflow of the Columbia River.  
 
These water level loggers will provide a more accurate
measurement of the flow of water into and out of Lake
Windermere. Information learned from this project will
allow us to fill a knowledge gap on water flows
